First African Baptist Church in Savannah.

2.
The underground railroad was a route followed to freedom by runaway slaves who were 
assisted along the way.

3.
The “train” was like a wagon, boat, canoe, or walking; the “road” was like backroads or 
swamps; the “station” was any stop along the way, like the First African Baptist Church.

4.
Ventilation holes were holes drilled in the floor to allow a runaway slave hidden beneath the 
floor boards to breathe while hiding.

5.
He built a box large enough to hold himself and literally shipped himself to Philadelphia and 
freedom.

They used code words in conversation and songs.

7.
Most traveled by night and hid by day.

8.
They went to Florida and lived with the Seminoles or hid in the Okefenokee Swamp.
